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The mirrored negative image in Figure 1 was created using GIMP [1], and
inspired by goplayer 's image Abstraction # 3 [2]. My image was created
from a photo using these steps:

1. open the photo in two GIMP windows,

2. open layer dialog and set opacity to 50%,

3. set layer! transparency! color to alpha,

4. transform one photo using image! transform! °ip,

5. color! invert (possibly boost saturation or tweek hues),

6. copy,

7. in window of other image, again, set opacity+transparency,

8. paste and reset opacity,

9. save (for safety)

10. layer! remove alpha channel, and save.

Hope this works.
